WHEREAS: Through their courage, foresight, and community spirit over the years,
American women have created a world of opportunity for today’s heroines and
role models; and

WHEREAS: Itis impossible to fully appreciate America’s proud history without recognizing
the extraordinary contributions that women have made to our country since its
founding; and

WHEREAS: American women played a vital role in the establishment of charitable,
philanthropic, and cultural institutions in our Nation; and

WHEREAS: OQur great Nation has been shaped by women, who have made historic
contributions to America’s growth and strength. Countless women of every
race, class, and ethnic background have served as early leaders in the forefront
of all major progressive social-change movements; and
