It is the fourth most common neurological
disorder in the United States after migraine, stroke, and Alzheimer’s disease, and
it results in an estimated annual cost of 417.6 billion dollars in medical expenses,
along with losses in employment, wages, and productivity; and

According to the report, Epilepsy Across the Spectrum, issued by the Institute of
Medicine, one-in-every 26 Americans will develop epilepsy during their lifetime;
and

A lack of awareness and understanding about epilepsy has led to negative
misconceptions and social stigma and has hindered access to effective treatment;

While medications and other treatments benefit many people of all ages who live
with epilepsy, more than a million people continue to have seizures that can
severely limit their quality of life; and
