WHEREAS: The U.S. Surgeon General has stated that smoking remains the single most
preventable cause of premature death in our society; and

WHEREAS: For vears, millions of smokers have participated in the American Cancer
Society's Great American Smokeout, a day on which they give up cigarettes
for 24 hours; and

WHEREAS: A significant number of those who gave up cigarettes for the day were able
to give up the habit entirely; and

WHEREAS: This demonstration of success proves that the Great American Smokeout
has potential for improving health;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, ASA HUTCHINSON, Governor of the State of Arkansas, by virtue
