Approximately 600 people die each year in boating-related accidents in the
United States, and nearly 80 percent of these are fatalities caused by
drowning. The vast majority of these accidents are caused by human error
and poor judgment and not by the boat, equipment, or environmental
factors; many of these fatalities could have been prevented if life jackets had
been worn; and

This year’s slogan for Safe Boating Week is “Wear It”, which encourages the
use of Personal Flotation Devices (PFDs) while engaged in water sports;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, ASA HUTCHINSON, Governor of the State of Arkansas, by virtue
