WHEREAS: Thanksgiving Day provides a special time for Americans to realize the
abundant lifestyle we daily enjoy, to honor and be grateful for the service of
our nation’s heroes, and to relish time spent in fellowship with family and
friends; and

WHEREAS: I encourage my fellow Arkansans to celebrate this day with gratitude, festive
activities, and quiet reflection on providential gifts;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, ASA HUTCHINSON, Governor of the State of Arkansas, by virtue
of the authority vested in me by the laws of the State of Arkansas, do hereby
proclaim November 2274, 2018, as

THANKSGIVING DAY

in the State of Arkansas, and in order that state employees may spend this
holiday with their families giving thanks, I further declare the State Capitol
and state offices will be closed on Friday, November 234, 2018, as well.
