WHEREAS: Arkansas has cattle production in‘each of Arkansas’s 75 counties; and

WHEREAS: Arkansas has 935,000 head of beef cattle and 1,780,000 head of cattle and
calves; and

WHEREAS: Arkansas has 28,292 cattle operations and 25,361 farms with beef cows; and

WHEREAS: Arkansas ranks 11t in the nation in the production of beef cows and 20t in the
nation in the production of cattle and calves; and

commodities in cash receipts, valued at more than $766 million; and
